At the start of the week we will be using props to act
out the story and the children will play different roles, we will be drawing
monochrome pictures of old vehicles, we will be using different shape sponges
to paint print different vehicles and making our own hot air balloons. We are
also going to be doing lots of counting this week and really working on number
recognition. Last week we started introducing the children to which house they
are in! They have all been told which colour group they are in (red, yellow,
green or blue) and we have been using these groups to do different tasks
during the day.
